The Gospels 

 We know that there are four Gospels; Matthew Mark, Luke & John. 
The first three are known as the Synoptic Gospels, synoptic is a 
Greek word meaning they can be reviewed side by side. Most 

scholarly consensus believes Mark was the first Gospel and Matthew 
and Luke used his gospel as their source. Matthews Gospel contains 
80% of Marcan material while Luke’s contains 65%. Matthew & Luke 

were probably written around 70 A.D. or 80 A.D., Mark around 65 
A.D. The material in Matthew and Luke that is not found in Mark is 

thought to have come from another source identified as Quelle or “Q 
source”. Quelle is a German word meaning “source” and the theory is 
this material came from the oral tradition of the early Church. John’s 
Gospel seems to stand alone in content, 90% of its content is unique 

and not found in the other Gospels. It is known as the “spiritual 
gospel” and described as being not so much concerned with what 
Jesus did but who Jesus is by giving deep insights into His divinity. 

Just read John’s Prologue (Jn 1:1-13) to get a feel for the depth of its 
spirituality! Another pointed detail is that  John’s Gospel has “signs” 
not “miracles”, the distinction being the event is not as important as 

the divinity of the one able to do such things. John stresses the point 
that people need to believe (faith) in Jesus as the eternal Son of God 
who came into the world to redeem and save humanity from sin. No 

matter the author or the date, the Gospels are truly the divinely 
inspired good news and are timeless in their salvific message to 

a broken, fallen world.
