PARISH RELIGIOUS EDUCATION PROGRAM
REGISTRATION for the Parish Religious Education

their materials. The cost of the program is $175
for one child and $225 for 2 or more children. If
you only have one or more children in
Kindergarten, the cost is $100.

Grades 1-6 have classes on Monday and
Tuesday afternoons from 4:00-5:30 PM. Bus
transportation is available from Whitemarsh
Elementary, Ridge Park, and Colonial Elementary
both days for S50 per family. A child needs to
attend only one class per week. The day of
choice will be limited to the number of children
who can ride the bus meeting a safe and legal
limit.
