Simon of Cyrene 
It was customary to take a zig-zagged route to the site of 

crucifixion to make a spectacle of the condemned 
criminal. Normally, just the crossbeam was carried to the 
place of crucifixion; the vertical beam was fixed in place at 
the site. Jesus didn’t carry his own cross the entire route, 
apparently he had been beaten so badly in the scourging, 

and he was unable. So Simon was involuntarily pressed 
into service to carry the cross of Jesus. A lot of crosses 
come that way. Why this? Why me? Why now? Simon 

should be the patron saint for those who carry these kinds 
of crosses – which mean all of us. He is given no 

introduction. No farewell. He is never seen again. He 
carried the cross, not knowing why, or where he was 
going. But he wasn’t lost. He was following the Lord.
