TRIDUUM
A Latin word meaning “the three days’, it starts on Holy
Thursday with the Mass of the Lord’s Supper and
finishes with Night Prayer on Easter Sunday. In time it
signifies the end of Lent and the beginning of the 50 day
Easter season. Spiritually it is the culmination of the
Church's Liturgical year with solumn liturgies
commemorating the Passion, Death and Resurrection of
Jesus Christ and His destroying death and rising to Life.
The Triduum is considered one continious liturgy, notice
there is no dismissal or blessing on Holy Thursday or
Good Friday, that doesn’t occur until Easter Sunday. The
mood of the Triduum takes us from the most somber
events of Holy Thursday and Good Friday and gradually
builds to the exilirating joy at the Resurrection.
